Speaker: Naweed Tahmas, Vice President, UC Berkeley College Republicans 

 

Topic: UC Berkeley's Free Speech Problem: Can It Reclaim the Free Speech Mantle? 

 

Naweed Tahmas is a senior at the University of California, Berkeley, and serves as the Vice 

President of the UC Berkeley College Republicans.  Recent planned events 

with Ann Coulter and Ben Shapiro, spearheaded by Naweed, gained interna-

tional attention when the University imposed a series of unconstitutional 

restrictions essentially shutting them down after much publicized riots broke 

out following an earlier Berkeley College Republican event.    

   Naweed reached out to powerhouse attorney and RNC committeewoman 

Harmeet Dhillon and took the university to court. This lawsuitðintended to 

reinstate the free speech rights of all students at UC Berkeleyð has now 

been backed by U.S Attorney General Jeff Sessions and his Justice Depart-

ment. The aggressive legal challenge to the university behemoth sent campus administrators into 

full retreat. The war is far from over, but conservatives are winning the fight.    

As a conservative student in Berkeley, Naweed faces routine attacks and threats for holding 

conservative viewpoints at the most liberal university in the nation.    

Naweed has been featured by numerous media outlets including The New York Times, The 

Washington Post, TIME, NBC, CBS, ABC, and Fox. He also currently serves as the Bay Area 

Chair for the California College Republicans and helps other conservative students from around 

the nation fight for their First Amendment rights on their university campuses.

Whether a 

person is in this country legally or not, and irrespective of citi-

zenship status, they are counted towards the number of state 

representatives.  This dovetails with the many recent bills be-

fore the California legislature, or already enacted into law, ty-

ing driverôs licenses with voting rights.  It is no wonder that 

this state has turned from red to blue in just a few short dec-

ades.  

Self-interest can be positive, but as Scottish judge and histo-

rian Alexander Fraser Tytler said in the 1700ôs, ñA democracy 

cannot exist as a permanent form of government. It can only 

exist until the people discover they can vote themselves largess 

out of the public treasury. From that moment on, the majority 

always votes for the candidate promising the most benefits 

from the public treasury, with the result that democracy always 

collapses over a loose fiscal policy--to be followed by a 

dictatorship.ò  

The Santa Claus syndrome seems to be alive and well in 

California.  And sadly, with people approving Motor-Voter 

laws, it appears that it will continue. On a more positive note, 

President Trumpôs State of the Union speech was uplifting and 

well-received, even by some liberals.  But information coming 

out with the release of ñthe Memoò illustrates just how much  

swamp there is to drain.

Although Democrats have long sought amnesty for illegal 

aliens, American voters are less enthusiastic.  That is why Con-

gress did not pass an immigration bill in 2009-2010 when there 

was a filibuster-proof Democrat majority and a Democrat in the 

White House. 

In 2012, Obama bypassed Congress, introducing the 

ñDeferred Action for Childhood Arrivalsò or ñDACAò initia-

tive, under which his executive branch would cease enforcing 

American immigration law against people who came to the 

U.S. as youngsters between certain years. Over the years, 

Obama expanded the orderôs reach to encompass ever more 

illegal aliens. 

Because DACA is an executive act, not a law, the president 

must renew DACA on a regular basis. Obama did so. President 

Trump, however, having renewed DACA in September, an-

nounced that he was passing the matter to Congress, which has 

constitutional authority over immigration policy. 

With DACAôs March expiration drawing near, President 

Trump described a bill he could support: Grant amnesty to all 

people who qualified for DACA, provided that Congress ends 

chain immigration, which allows one immigrant to bring in an 

endless number of distant relatives; stop the immigration lot-

tery, which randomly assigns entry to people who may put 

Americans at risk; and fund a wall to stop illegal immigrants 

and illegal drugs at our southern border. Democrats rejected the 

offer. 

As matters now stand, Congress is paralyzed. DACA will 

expire in March and the Trump administration will enforce 

existing immigration laws. The only roadblock is a judgeôs 

order blocking DACAôs expiration because, while ñvirtuousò 

Obama had the authority to issue an executive order usurping 

Congressional immigration authority, ñbadò Trump lacks the 

authority to reverse Obamaôs act. For now the Supreme Court 

is not taking the case  because it has not gone through all levels 

of the appeals courts. 

In California, the biggest news is that Assemblywoman Cris-

tina Garcia, who trumpeted the #MeToo movement against 

sexual harassment, is the subject of multiple accusations that 

she sexually harassed male coworkers. On the legislative front, 

Californiaôs Democrat majority (to offset benefits under the 

new tax law) is considering a bill that augments Californiaôs 

8.84% corporate tax rate by adding a 7% surcharge to compa-

nies with net earnings over $1 million. 
 
 

Legislative Republicans Submit Petitions Demanding 
New Water Storage

SACRAMENTO ï Today, Republican members of the Cali-

fornia Legislature delivered a wagon-load of petitions to the 

California Water Commission calling for the immediate ap-

proval of funding for Sites and Temperance Flat reservoirs. 

The more than 4,000 petitions were signed by Californians 

from all corners of the state in response to recent reports that 

the commission is blocking the construction of badly needed 

surface water storage, even as another drought is looming.  

 ñFour years ago, California voters overwhelmingly ap-

proved a $7 billion water bond on the promise of new surface 

storage projects,ò said Assembly Republican Leader Brian 

Dahle (Bieber). ñOur government has made a habit of selling 

the voters a false bill of goods. It is long past time that our gov-

ernment starts keeping its promises.ò 

In 2014, Californians approved Proposition 1, a water bond 

that included $2.7 billion for investments in new reservoirs. 

The proposition tasked the California Water Commission with 

allocating the storage funding. Recently, the commission issued 

a report that could jeopardize the funding for important storage 

projects like Sites Reservoir and Temperance Flat. 

ñThe lack of urgency from bureaucrats at the water commis-

sion is putting Californiansô livelihoods in danger,ò said As-

semblyman Frank Bigelow (R-OôNeals) in a recent Sacramento 

Bee op-ed. ñIf we are hit with another drought, the commission 

will be responsible.ò 

If built, Temperance Flat Reservoir could hold 423 billion 

gallons of water northeast of Fresno. Sites Reservoir could hold 

586 billion gallons in Colusa County. 

 

California Sales Tax Rates

Sales taxes are a very regressive tax since low income fami-

lies will pay a much higher percentage of their incomes on 

sales taxes than the more affluent families. 

At 7.25%, California has the highest minimum statewide 

sales tax rate in the United States. Sales taxes can total up to 

10.25% with local sales taxes included. 

Five states, Alaska, Montana, New Hampshire, Delaware 

and Oregon, have no sales taxes. 

Some claim the high CA sales tax rates partially compensate 

for the reduced property tax revenue resulting from Proposition 

13 which California voters approved in June 1978. However, in 
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Legislative Report News - California and Internet 
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most counties property tax revenues today have significantly 

increased due to local parcel taxes and bond measures. Thus 

property taxes in California are generally higher than the year 

before Proposition 13 was passed.
