Date: 9/20/15 
   Europe, led by Germany, has opened its doors to 150,000 

Middle Eastern Muslim refugees, 72% of whom are men, rather 

than the usual women, children, and old people. The refugees 

moved swiftly from poor countries to more prosperous ones, 

searching for optimal social benefits. Along the way they left 

behind mountains of garbage, sneered at non-haram food, and 

attacked border guards and other authorities.   

   President Obama, inspired by what he saw, announced that he 

was immediately inviting in 10,000 Syrian refugees, to join the 

2,000,000 Muslims who have already entered this country since 

2001. (So I wasnôt imagining the growing numbers of hijabs 

and burqas in my suburban neighborhood.)  

   Obamaôs generosity towards Islam included browbeating 

Democrats into blocking any debate on his Iran Deal.  Obama 

boasts as a victory an agreement that only 21% of Americans 

support, meaning 79% of Americans are smarter than their 

president. The Presidentôs plan gives Iran billions of dollars, 

opens its doors to international trade, allows Iran to conduct its 

own nuclear inspections, and obligates America to come to 

Iranôs aid should any nation (say, perhaps, Israel) attempt to 

attack its nuclear program.  Congratulations, America! Weôve 

just become Stalinôs Russia, supporting Hitlerôs Germany.  

   Governor Jerry Brown has on his desk a right-to-die bill 

passed by a special session of the legislature. As of this writing, 

the seminary-trained Brown has not indicated what he intends 

to do. Many people are focusing on the bill's alleged safeguards 

against rapacious relatives rushing grandma to the grave to get 

her money. No one seems to have noticed that family members 

usually seek life; itôs the government, when it manages 

healthcare, that has its bean counters hasten the deaths of the 

sick and elderly.  

   Republicans and moderate Democrats beat back Brownôs 

energy initiative, which would have forced a 50% reduction in 

automobile petroleum use. Brown, however, studied how 

Obama, after Congress stymied his Cap-and-Trade initiative, 

had the EPA implement policies that the peopleôs representa-

tives rejected. To that end, Brown announced that ñWe might 

get another bill next year; we might just keep doing it by regu-

lation.ò To heck with the People!

In 

an underhanded, procedural move, the Democrats reintroduced 

this bill in the Special Session that was meant for transportation 

legislation. The bill then circumvented the committee it failed 

passage in, and instead was passed out of a special session 

committee that was made up of only members that support the 

bill. This bill needs to pass out of the Assembly floor to contin-

ue to survive, so please call your Assembly member TODAY 

and ask them to VOTE NO on ABx2 15! (Note: this bill passed 

on 9/11/15 and is now on Governor Brownôs desk.)
